Types of cookies 

There are two broad types of cookies - 'first party cookies' and 'third party cookies': 

• First party cookies are cookies that are served directly by the website operator to your

computer, and are often used to recognise your computer when it revisits that site and to

remember your preferences as you browse the site.

• Third party cookies are served by a service provider on behalf of the website operator,

and can be used by the service provider to recognise your computer when you visit other

web sites. Third party cookies are most commonly used for web site analytics or

advertising purposes.

In addition, cookies may be either 'session cookies' or 'persistent cookies'. Your computer 

automatically removes session cookies once you close your browser. Persistent cookies will 

survive on your computer until an expiry date specified in the cookie itself, is reached. We 

use both session and persistent cookies.

Used to determine new sessions/visits. The 

cookie is created when the javascript library 

executes and no existing __utmb cookies 

exists.
